Drill weekends weren’t usually this quiet. Most of my Soldiers were
out on a mission, hauling old vehicles to be replaced by new ones. A
rare and exciting event—whenever the Army actually issued us new
equipment, it was like Christmas morning in camouflage.

The forecast, however, had other plans. Snow, sleet, freezing rain—it
was all coming, so even though | lived just 35 miles from headquar-
ters, | packed a bag and prepared to stay overnight. | stayed up past
midnight, juggling my Sunday sermon and MBA assignments, my
mind racing faster than my tired body could keep up. Eventually, |
drifted off into a restless sleep on an Army cot, the kind that made
you appreciate real mattresses.

Morning came quickly. By 0700, | was laced up and ready for group
PT. Afterward, | had just enough time to make the drive home, swap
my uniform for civilian clothes, and head to church. | preached on
the urgency of the gospel—that sharing it wasn’t a suggestion, but a
command for all believers. And then, without much time to linger, |
was back in the car, finishing out my drill weekend.

That’s when the call came. | was already en route to one unit when
another reached out: a Soldier needed to talk—urgently. | rerouted
without hesitation. When | arrived, we found an empty office, and
she wasted no time getting to the point. She was suicidal. | pulled out
my assessment questionnaire. As she answered, it became clear—
she wasn’t just struggling; she was actively considering taking her
own life. | knew what needed to be done. | told her we were going to
the hospital. She resisted at first, but after some conversation, she
finally agreed.

The drive was quiet at first. Then, somewhere between the armory
and the emergency room, she mentioned her grandmother—how
she was always encouraging her to read the Bible. She had opened
the door. So | walked through.

| shared the gospel. Not just words, but hope. Life. A reason to hold
on. And there, in the middle of her brokenness, she believed. She
accepted Jesus as her Savior.
